know several of the club members got

the bare root bundles from Dan this

year. As promised, they were very

nice, with various size trunks and
height variation to match for a good forest planting.
There is just one problem with getting bare root
bundles. They have a pronounced tap root and a
few lateral roots. There are not enough laterals to
support the treeds nut
are rarely if ever physically strong enough to
support the tree. There is some prep work to do
before these go on a slab.

This is also true even if you salvage
seedlings from a flower bed in your yard. The darn
things think they need a tap root for some reason
and it is always too long to go in a tray. Even if it
is flexible enough to bend, you want to get rid of
that thing. Otherwise, you have one big root to one
side and not much else. What to do, what to do?

Here is what [ do. Get some of those black
plastic utility trays from one of the big box
hardware stores. They sell them for concrete
mi Xxi ng or as 0 o6inchespeapn s
and are usually 18x30 or 24x36 inches. I have cut
round holes and screened them but it is a pain and
the plastic is not stiff enough to wire them in
securely. I now either cut short slots in the bottom
with a saw or punch lots of holes with a pair of old
pruners. Either works fine. I fill them about 1 inch
deep with old growing media. Yeah, old soil mix.
I do not know why but it works better than fresh.
Probably for the same reason that old rooting sand
works better for cuttings.

Now get your bare root stock together with
a pail of water. Take one and tease out the roots
and find a place to amputate the tap root about 3
inches below the soil surface. Dunk it in the water
and plant it in the pan and dump more of the old
soil around the roots. Rinse and repeat. For this
first step, I put then in rows about 3 to 4 inches
apart. If they are really puny, I may get closer. I
have had up to fifty maple seedlings in a pan like
this. After the pan is planted, soak the soil and keep
them well misted for about a week and then water
and fertilize as normal for you.

Year two. (Figs 1 & 2) Leaf prune and get
some ramification started. This year the lateral
roots are going to grow and strengthen.

Year three. (Figs 4, 5 & 6) Get thee a
strong chopstick (I use a gutter nail), a pail of
water, and a new pan. Prepare the pan as for the
first year. Get the root mass out of the old pan and
start teasing the roots apart. Collect the soil for
next year6s batch. To
general shape and branching pattern. You should
have some nice lateral roots this time, get them
spread out and trim them about 3 inches away from
the trunk. Take off an inch or so from the tap root.
Dip them in the water and plant them in the pan.
Add soil and repeat. I plant them in rows about 5-6
inches apart this time. That is why you needed a
new pan. You will go from one to two pans. You
are also developing a nice flat root system that will
hold the tree in place on a slab.

Year four. Is your slab ready? DOH! That
is right; we know how to make them now out of
plywood. You can go directly to the slab or you
may want to trim any remnant of the tap root at this
point, but you are ready to put your grove together
with some well-developed trees and a decent root
system that doesndt de
everything vertical (just in place and on the slab).

Why dondét | just pl
for this? The roots will grow down instead of out,

I want the type of root that grows in bonsai soil, its
easier to keep weeds under control in the pan on a
bench, its easier to repot in year three and four, and
perhaps most important-1 dondét have
ground space. Do I use anything in the water? No
but a bit of rooting compound or Superthrive
probably would not hurt. Yes, this takes a while

and a bit of planning and patience, but this is bonsai
we are talking about here.

Addendum I just harvested three more pans
out of the front yard on Sunday 7/10. I expect
better than 80% survival with this method. I pruned
the tap root back as already described and cut back
to 4-6 pairs of leaves. [ have a couple of trunks 3/4
inch in diameter and they are the iffy ones. Not an
ideal time to do this but hostas were going in the
ground where they were.

1) Lantana: - sold by most nurseries as an
annual bedding plant. We usually think of them as a
shrub, but they are trainable. Keeping the leaves small
is a challenge. Their care is more like a woody herb. Its
blowers are large and compound on a stem. The flowers
are usually multi-colored, with shades of pink, yellow,
rust, orange and white. Because of bonsai pinching,
flowers frequently get pinched off with a part of the
plant that is outside the bonsai silhouette. My current
Lantana population is about 3 years old, except for the
parent plant which I bought.

2) Jasmine, also sold as Satinwood has an
attractive compound leaf. The plant also has clusters of
white flowers which give off a distinct aroma - of
Jasmine. Mine just finished blooming and may bloom
again in a few months. I have had it for at least 10
years. It goes in and out-doors without a lot of leaf
dropping, but finding a decent sized specimen.

3) Calmondium - is a citrus tree that produces
"oranges" the size of jaw breakers. The flowers have
that wonderful orange tree aroma. The tree has two
problems as bonsai, one is that the leaves tend to get
large; the other is that once the new growth lignifies it is
very hard to bend it. I have resorted to anchoring the
branches with tie-downs. I have had my Calmondium
more than 13 years.

4) Natal Plum - Carissa Grandiflora - I am not
sure, why they gave it Grandiflora because the flower is
not all that big. But it is fragrant. And if pollinated, it
will produce an edible bum like fruit. The leaves are
roundish and shiny. There are spines, so be careful
when you handle it. Many people style them into a
cascade, but in southern Florida and Hawaii, they are
hedges.

5) Erodium - Remember when we did a Huth
workshop using them? They produce pink or white
flowers on stems that rise above the leaf rosettes. While
not hardy outdoors in a pot, [ have seen them sold as
rock garden plants. When used as bonsai - these
miniature geraniums stems become their trunks.

6) Fuchsia - | have one that [ found that actually
produces flowers that are less than 3/8" long which are
pink. The leaves are smaller than those sold in hanging
baskets. Mine does not look bonsai like yet...but I did
find a website that featured some very credible
miniature Fuchsia bonsai.

7) Azalea - I bought a couple of Christmas
Azaleas when they were done flowering for $2 each.
They will not survive outdoors here in our Zone 5
climate because they are from southern Mississippi. So
they come in with buds set and usually bloom in
February because my house is not cold enough to hold

off blooming. But one bud held and is blooming bright
red for the 4th of July. SO if you get one of those non
hardy Azaleas for your Mom ask her to save it for you
when it finishes blooming. If you can keep it alive
while it is in the junk they plant them in to get it into
bonsai mix or Akadama, you can put it in a bonsai
training pot and style it into a decent bonsai.

8) Rosemary - There are a number of varieties;
some have smaller leaves which do look like pine
needles. This plant is a woody Mediterranean herb. The
flowers are bluish-purple. While you may say this is not
a flowering tropical - my criteria if you recall is that it
flowers and it does have to come inside, though most
homes are too warm.

9) Serrissa Foetida - Snow Rose, Thousand
flowers, etc. There are several varieties used for bonsali,
including ones with variegated leaves. All bloom easily
with small flowers, some varieties have compound
flowers that do look like little white roses, and some
have lavender flowers, others pink.

10) Jade - Crassula - There are several varieties
used for bonsai. The one with larger fleshy leaves will
bloom given enough light. Some say they will not
bloom until they are pot bound. Blooms are compound
and whitish. Try not to over water it.

11) Desert Rose: Is Not a very pretty plant.
Some are fascinated by its bulbous trunk. Branching is
poor and the leaves are large. They do send out several
trumpet shaped blooms from each leaf cluster. Flowers
can be 2-3" long.

12) Bougainvillea - Blooms are actually not
flowers but specialized leaves. This one suffers from
leaf drop when moved indoors. "Flowers" come in a
wide variety from purples to copper. There is a fact
sheet on this one too.

13 Grewia occidentalisi Lavender Starflower/
Star of Bethlehem - One of my favorites it responds well
to bonsai training. The blowers are two shades of purple
and the stamens are orange. The petals are pointed. If
you have not seen one blooming, you are missing
something.

14) Hibiscus - the one I have is a weird verity
they puts up a red bloom that never opens. The good
news is that its leaves are smaller than most other
hibiscus. I did get this plant from Ken Huth a few years
ago.

As you might guess, I like flowering plants. I
hope to have something in bloom to share at the
meeting.

Care Notes from the Columbus Bonsai Society Website
July - Mid Summer - 85/64

9 This is the hottest time of year, so most trees need water every day. Water in the morning, the evening,
or both. Watering in the evening may increase the risk of fungus. Most treesd roots wildl
they are above 90°F. If your root ball remains wet in hot temperatures, do not re -water. You may want to

repot this tree next season.
9 Remove old needles on pines.  They should be discolored and useless now.

9 Creating Jin and Shari is easier in the summer due to sap flow. Removing bark from live branches is
easiest when restyling and difficult from truly dead wood.

9 Protect trees with delicate foliage, from the sun, such as Japanese maple. This applies through the
summer season.

9 Tropical trees should be in the peak of their growth. Hard pruning can occur now on tropicals.

8§ Summer repotting should not be done, but if it is necessary, disturb roots as little as
possible. Transplant these trees either into the ground or into a larger pot with more soil.
